WEEKLY DEVOTION

“Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a
right spirit within me.” — Psalm 51:10

Lent is a season that invites us to examine our
hearts. It’s easy to move quickly through our days
without noticing the attitudes, words, or choices
that pull us away from God. But Lent gently calls us
to pause and return to Him.

King David prayed these words in Psalm 51 after
realizing his own sin and his deep need for God’s
mercy. Instead of trying to fix things on his own, he
asked God to do the work in his heart.

That is the beauty of repentance. We do not come
to God pretending to be perfect. We come
honestly, trusting in His grace. Because of Jesus,
forgiveness is not something we earn-it is
something we receive.

As we continue through Lent, may this be a time of
returning to the Lord with open hearts, trusting
that He is faithful to forgive and renew us.

e Apply It: Take a quiet moment this week to pray
Psalm 51:10 together as a family: “Create in me a
clean heart, O God.” Ask God to help you turn
back to Him in the small choices of everyday
life.
